We encourage everyone to be a part of this discussion to facilitate 

positive change,” says Dr. Ulyee Choe, Director of DOH-Pinellas. 

Recently, the department invested $1.4 million in the Florida Healthy Babies initiative, which is 

an effort of the department’s Health Equity Program Council. The Council focuses on helping all 

Floridians achieve health equity. Part of the funding provided to all 67 counties supports a 

localized enhanced data analysis of infant mortality to share at a community-action planning
