 In the past 30 years childhood obesity has more 
than tripled 

30% of Pinellas High School teens are either 
overweight or obese 

66% of Pinellas Adults are either overweight or 
obese 

88% of Pinellas Adults drink one or more sugar 
sweetened drink per day 

40% of Pinellas Adults consume the recommended 
amount of fruits and vegetables
